Paddling briskly we 
also survive the swells of Äijäkoski and the route 
through Märkäkorva. With the landing place in 
sight, I can’t believe that I have paddled for 6 
kilometres - but thinking about it there are four 
rapids and a drop of 24 metres en route! "Did you 
get wet?” asks the skipper with a twinkle in his eye. 
My damp shirt dries nicely in the warmth of the 
camp fire while I slurp my coffee.
